	NAME OF CLUB

The name of this club shall be De Anza Gay-Straight Alliance (De Anza GSA).

PURPOSE OF CLUB

The purpose of the club is to motivate, educate, and empower LGBTQ students and allies at De Anza and in the community. We aim to encourage political activism through social organizing to continue a grassroots LGBTQ rights movement, and create a peer-based support system for the gay community and its allies.

MEMBERSHIP

Any student carrying a minimum of ½ unit is eligible for membership. Dues shall be charged equally to all GSA members as a one time, $5 payment within the first 30 days of membership. This fee can be waivered if a member expresses economic hardship. The club Treasurer shall be in charge of collecting dues, and depositing dues into the club account. Only 75% of acquired dues can be used during any given quarter to ensure a growing account. There is no minimum amount of dues that can be spent during a quarter.

	IMPEACHMENT/REMOVAL AND

REPLACEMENT OF OFFICER AND MEMBERS

	All elected officers may be subjected to impeachment/removal by a two-thirds majority vote. Intent to impeach an officer or member must be posted/announced at least one week in advance and at least two-thirds of voting eligible membership must be present for the impeachment vote to be valid.

	Grounds for impeachment or removal are of a member or officer include a lack of interest in the GSA as a whole, misrepresenting the statement of purpose for the GSA, any negligence or form of misconduct which is damaging to the GSA, and any action that infringes on the rights and freedoms of LGBTQ students. Being impeached as an officer does not nullify club membership. However, a concurrent vote to remove can be taken. Vote concurrency must be announced one week prior.

Replacement of officers shall be filled in the following manner: nominations shall take place at the first meeting following impeachment.

Read the GSA/ICC Code to better understand their responsibilities.

F.
Sign all GSA requisitions insuring that they are also signed by the Treasurer and the expenditure is correct with existing policies.
