De Anza Dining Services and the Kirsch Collaboration 
 

Last Spring, De Anza Dining services kitchen staff saved 600 two-
inch ends of the spring onion roots being processed in the kitchen 

with intention of replanting them on the De Anza property. 
With the help of several Kirsch students and Diana, the 600 were 

successfully replanted in two garden boxes in the Kirsch center 
gardens. The harvest of organic spring onions were taken back to the 

kitchen and recycled back through the Pho Noodle Bar station 
giving allowing the students to experience truly organic produce. 
We were able to get three runs, meaning that three days of organic 

spring onions came from the Kirsch center gardens. Diana Martinez 
purchased both basil plants and seed, which grew in abundance. I 

believe the key to success moving forward would be install an 

automated dip system.
