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For this assignment, you are to write a 500-word narrative that describes why you should be awarded a scholarship.  A narrative is basically a story with you as the narrator.

I will be grading this paper solely on the content, not grammar or sentence structure.  I would be happy to make recommendations on grammar and structure if anyone wants the feedback.  Here at De Anza College we also have a reading and writing center that is staffed by students and instructors that will review writing assignments for free and with no appointment.  They are located in the ATC building, in room ATC 309.  Information is also available at http://www.deanza.edu/studentsuccess/writing-reading-center/
Below are some examples of what scholarship committees are looking for.  These are only suggestions, and by no means the order of topics in which you are to write about.  A very well written narrative that captures the attention of the reader will often be the one that helps a student get a scholarship.
· Briefly describe your background
· What are your current educational and employment goals?

· Briefly describe any hardships you have endured on the way to your educational goals.  Don’t lay it on too thick
· What classes have you taken that are related to your goals?  What is your GPA?
· What club activities and community service have you been involved in?

· How motivated are you to achieve your goals?

· What do you feel are the most important traits for an employee to have?

This assignment is to be typed and double spaced for ease of reading and making comments.  It is due Friday, February 20, 2015.  This assignment is worth 50 points (equivalent to an exam) and I will also award 10 additional points if you actually apply for a scholarship.
