"What about Trailer Storage/Accomodations?  We have a fenced storage lot downtown on the corner of Autumn Street and Howard Street.  The address is 490 Autum Street, San Jose, 95110. (map) It is exactly 1.2 miles from the South Hall.  (Vendors please check with your event coordinator for details).  That is a 4 minute drive or probably less than a 30 minute walk.  We can provide storage for your car trailer or vendor trailer and even allow you to stay overnight in a self contained motorhome for just $10 per day!  While this is a very generous offer PLEASE DO NOTE that this is not an RV Park and there are NO HOOKUPS.  To be clear, there is NO electricity, NO water, NO sewage, and NO restroom facilities.  Also you must haul out your own garbage (please don't leave a mess!) when you leave.  What this means is that if you are completely self contained and have your own generator and will clean up after yourself you are welcome to use this lot and stay overnight in your RV as well as park your vendor trailer here.  You must be registered with Hot San Jose Nights as either a Registered Participant or a Vendor AND you must contact Mike Hennessy at 408-615-1454 or leave message at 408-246-3015 and he will call you back.
