Group Presentation Guidelines

*All but two presentations (see below) will take place on Thursday, beginning in Week 3

In groups of 5 people, you will be responsible for a group presentation focusing on a book/reading and its author in our course.  Your presentation must include the following:

1. Author bio information that is relevant/of interest to the reading 

2. Close reading of 2 passages from the book (each passage should be at least a paragraph but no more than 2 pages)

3. Summary of a provocative interpretation or thesis about the reading from a critical article or review 

4. Two to three discussion questions or a short quiz for the class

You can earn extra points if you bring in a related prop or food item to share that is related to the readings.

Total presentation time should be around 25 minutes.

Each person in your group should have an active role in the research and the presentation itself.   You will be evaluated on creativity and audience engagement; clarity and organization of information; quality of research and information presented; and equal distribution of work by group members.  In addition to comments from me, your classmates will also be evaluating your presentation.
