Write-up Guidelines for Production Viewing Assignment

COVER PAGE:  Please attach a front cover page to your write-up with the following information:

-Starting time (ex: 8:00 PM):

WRITE-UP SECTIONS ( Please address each section’s questions in complete sentences.  I am looking for a minimum 3-page write-up):

1) COMPARISON/CONTRAST: If you had read the story before, or previously seen another production of this story, please answer the following:

-When you were reading the story, what did you visualize (or picture) in your mind? How did the characters look? What did the setting look like?

-How was this production similar to the previous production you’ve seen?  

-How did this production differ from the previous production you’ve seen?

-Were any of your visualizations similar to what you saw onstage?

-Did you see anything onstage that made you think of something you hadn’t considered while reading the story?

-Was it helpful to see the story in this form? Why or why not?

2) STAGING:

Given what you know about the time period and/or cultural setting, how did the different theatrical elements assist in telling the story and creating the period and culture? Consider the costumes, the lighting, any staging effects, and the scenery.

What type of stage was this production performed on (refer to your textbook)?

What type of props/sets were used?  Describe the look of the stage elements.

What kinds of locations were created as sets?

3) ACTING/CHARACTER:

What heightened moments were expressed through what the actors spoke or verbally articulated? Could you tell how the characters were feeling (happy, sad, angry) by the way the actors delivered the lines/verbal performance?

Answer the above questions for the actors’ BODY LANGUAGE and GESTURES.

Did any of the characters resemble any of the characters in any of our work(s)?  If so, which ones and how?

4) STORY

How did the story move along (by causal elements, montage, etc.)?  

Does the story seem similar to anything we’ve read?  Which work(s) and how?

5) OVERALL EVALUATION

Did you enjoy this production?  Why or why not?
