Group Presentation Guidelines

You have now been assigned into groups of 4-5, and each group has a number. Working with your fellow group members, you will fulfill one of your group projects, which is a creative oral presentation.  

Guidelines for the Creative Oral Presentation:

1. Time length: 20-25 minutes maximum (about 5 min. per student), including set-up.  On the day of your presentation, please come to class 5 min. before class begins to set up for your presentation (e.g. visuals such as overheads, posters, etc. and audio such as cd player, etc.)

2. Your group should research and present something interesting and CREATIVE (for instance, you may create a skit, interesting visuals, etc.) about your topic on the following issues:

a. Information about the historical, literary, political, or sociological conditions of the author and/or the work

b. Poetry: Explanation of imagery and references.  Prose: Explanation of plot/narrative of the work.

c. Breakdown of significant themes or issues in the work

3. Prepare a one-page HANDOUT of your presentation for the class.  I am able to make copies of your handout for the class, but ONLY if you give the handout to me no later than the DAY BEFORE your presentation.  If you do not give it to me by 4 PM on the day before, then you must make enough copies for the class on your own (make 50 copies).

Guidelines for what your group has to submit to me at the time of your presentation:

1. Typed presentation notes from each group member.

2. Group bibliography of your research sources (minimum of 5 research sources)—documented in MLA style.  You may consult a college level writing handbook or this website for MLA style guidelines:
