Essay #3: Fieldtrip Reflection Incorporating Literature

Value 20 points

Minimum 4 pages long, double-spaced

*FULL DRAFT of Essay due: Wednesday, August 5.  MEET in ATC 103 Lab.  We will do peer revision and you will have time to work on it in class today.  Email the FULL draft to yourself and also bring a paper copy backup just in case!  You will not need to print out the essay today since it is DUE the next day.

*Potluck & FINAL Essay (NO rewrites on this one) due:  Thursday, August 6, start of class.  10 AM class: upload to our class website BY no later than 1:00 PM today!!  12:40 PM class: Bring paper copy + peer revision sheet filled out by your partner on YOUR essay + rubric (put your name on ALL sheets).

The purpose of this essay
This assignment asks you to reflect upon  your field trip experience and CONNECT it to ALL of the following readings/films (minimum one quote/detail from EACH work!!): 

 1) Stealing Buddha’s Dinner  

2) The Dragon’s Child 

 3) The film on the KQED website:

4) Gods Go Begging

The central question you will answer in the essay is:

WHAT are the main significances/lessons of the Fieldtrip and HOW does it connect to the the readings and the film??

So, this essay is a COMBINATION of reflection, connection (e.g. comparison/contrast) to the readings/film AND analysis!! 

**YOU will need to come up with a VERY concrete answer to these questions!!  So, start brainstorming EARLY and talk to me about your ideas….
To start Brainstorming:

Look at photos of the fieldtrip (mine are on Facebook; I’ll send links to the class via email) and talk to your classmates who were also there to jog your memory.  Review your DD assignments and re-read the books as necessary and pull out interesting quotes. 

Format

ALL quotes and details (e.g., your “I” in the “PIE” structure of your body paragraphs) must be properly cited with parenthetical references that have page numbers and/or title of the film, or websites on the internet or other sources.

So, this essay is a COMBINATION of analysis and reflection. 

Remember, in storytelling you need:

1. A beginning – this will probably include the point that you are trying to make in the essay (the reason people will continue to read your story)

2. A middle – this is the storytelling bit, where you use specific examples, details, dialogue, etc.

3. An end --  a satisfactory conclusion that helps the reader understand why you told this specific story

4.  Thick description – use the six senses to help make the story real for your reader.

The Potluck: This one is for fun!  Bring anything you think our class would enjoy…the food will NOT be graded this time!!
Evaluation

Your total  score will be based on the following criteria:

20 pts--  The essay is well organized, thoughtfully written, and has good  PIE and Quote Sandwich structure, sentence structure, and use of vocabulary

--  The writer uses strong details and quotes from personal fieldtrip experience and makes interesting connections to AND analysis of the the fieldtrip AND the readings AND the film
-- The essay is interesting and fun to read and there are GOOD clear transitions/flow to your ideas!
