Objective:  Each group will collectively conceptualize and design a memorial for Memorial Park (across the street from campus on Stevens Creek Boulevard).  Each group will also come up with a presentation that orally and visually represent their concept to the rest of the class on the day of the Final Exam.

Components of the Memorial Group Project Report:

1) Subject Description:  Your group must choose a SUBJECT to memorialize.  This subject may be a person, an event, a group, or any other entity/moment that you feel needs to be remembered by future generations of humanity.  This subject and its significance must be described in a minimum1 page description (double spaced, 12 pt. Font Word document).

2) Research of Subject: Are there any other existing memorials or books and articles about this subject?  Please describe, with at least one paragraph about each, at least three resources (i.e. websites, books, articles, etc.) that you consulted about your subject. You must show a WORKS CITED reference list for your subject (follow MLA guidelines that appear in Frames of Mind, p. 605-617).  

3) Research of Design:  What are the design influences for the concept of your memorial?  These can come from any source, literally (e.g. tv, architecture, art, popular culture, other memorials, nature, etc.).  But you must describe all the sources of your design influences in detail, in a minimum 2 page description (double space, 12 pt. Font Word document). 

4) Memorial Design Concept: Textual Description: 2 pages minimum (double space, 12 pt. Font Word document). What will the memorial include?  What will it look like (give as many details as possible)?  Try to give accurate dimensions of the physical components of the memorial.  What will people see from a distance when they look at it?  What will they see up close?  What materials would the design be made of?  How would it be installed?  Describe exactly where in Memorial Park you would put the memorial.

5) Memorial Design Concept: Visual Representation:  A poster, a model, or some other visual way of representing your memorial.  Please use your imagination and creativity! 

6) Memorial Objective Description: Describe, in 2 pages minimum, what the objective of this memorial is.  What do you want viewers to feel when they look at your memorial?  What aspects of your subject do you want the viewer to remember, experience, and/or learn about?  What is the design of your memorial supposed to evoke (call up) for the reader?  How does the viewer interact with the memorial?  Is there something for viewers to touch, hear, or experience with other senses?  

Grading:  

This presentation and the Components of the Memorial Group Project Report are worth 50 pts total.

Breakdown of points:

50 pts: Components of the Memorial Group Project Report. **The author/s of EACH component of this report must be clearly identified in the report.  I will be looking for equal participation of all the group members.

--Each component addresses all the questions asked in the guidelines

--Each component is written clearly and thoughtfully, with concrete examples and descriptions

--Each component is proofread for spelling/grammatical errors, and the wording of sentences is clear.

50 pts: Presentation.  Each group member will be graded on:

--Delivery: level of enthusiasm; clear and appropriate volume of voice (no mumbling); didn’t speak too slow or too fast; made good eye contact and had good engagement with the class (didn’t just read from their page)

--Amount of information/description presented: the information/description presented was clear, substantial, and interesting

--Use of creativity/effort: Creative ways of presenting the material were utilized (e.g. music, props, etc. will get bonus points).  The presentation shows clear effort and preparation.
