Welcome to Get Up, Stand Up!


In this class, you will be applying the concepts and personal skills from your creativity class to a series of writing assignments.  We will focus specifically on challenging personal, social and political boundaries within contexts of our identities.  You will develop critical reading, critical thinking and clear, meaningful writing skills.  Because all of you are taking both EWRT 1A and Humi 1, you will have the benefit of working together and learning together.  In order to be successful in this course, you must devote a great deal of time to your work, at least 10 hours per week outside of class.

Course Assignments 
( Papers

Paper #1:  Personal Essay.  In this essay, you will: 1) describe a personal/social boundary that you had in the past; 2) discuss what risks were involved in crossing or breaking this personal boundary; 3) how you overcame this personal boundary and what was/were the outcome(s) of crossing this boundary.  Then, you will: 1) describe a current personal/social boundary you have; 2) what risks are involved in crossing or breaking this personal boundary; 3) some way(s) that you might choose to overcome or break this boundary.

Paper #2: Descriptive/Analysis Essay About “The Hero’s Adventure.”  In this essay, you will: 1) describe some important elements and stages of the archetypal “Hero’s Adventure,” according to Joseph Campbell; 2) Describe how this adventure is represented in the journey that a character takes to break personal/social boundary or boundaries in one of the films we’ve seen and discussed in class. 3) Apply quotes/

Paper #3: Comparison/Contrast/Synthesis Analysis Essay.  In this essay, you will compare and/or contrast  OR synthesize (connect) at least two of the articles we’ve read and discussed in class.

Paper #4: Argumentative Essay. In this essay, you will: 1) choose a new personal or social boundaries to discuss and make an argument for how creativity can be used to address or break this boundary.  What developments occur in each of the four phases of the creative process, and how and why are they useful to breaking your boundary?  The four phases of the creative process include: 1) exploration of the boundary; 2) invention/creation of creative solutions or approaches to cross the boundary; 3) judgment or evaluation of which potential solutions are worthwhile to pursue; 4) execution or carrying out the creative approach/solution.
( Group Presentation

In EWRT, you will be responsible for doing one group presentation for the class.  Sign-ups for the group presentation will take place during Weeks Two and Three.  The group presentation will be about one of the films from the list of films to watch on your own.  Your group must come up with a creative way to tell the class about the plot, the central character, the conflict/boundary she or he confronts, the journey she or he takes to cross or break this boundary, and the outcome(s).  You are encouraged to use costumes, do a “movieoke” skit, bring in relevant props and/or food, make creative representations (using performance and/or artistic and/or visual/audio/multimedia skills, tools, and instruments) of any of those elements of the film, etc. etc.  You are only as limited as your imagination and inspiration!  Your peers will participate in grading your presentation on the: 1) use of creativity overall; 2) equal participation of each member in the presentation; 3) each member’s delivery of the presentation material; 4) ability to clearly and effectively communicate what boundaries are broken and how the film represents use of creativity to break boundaries. 
( Class Participation/Homework (Both)
For EWRT:  Participation in in-class film viewings, written work/quizzes, and discussions is required.  Attendance is a necessary prerequisite to participation. Missing one day of class will cost 5 points. Your experience and insight are a valuable component of this course.  In addition, you must complete all homework assignments (no late submissions will be accepted, with the exception of late assignments due to medical/personal emergencies), the group presentation, and all four of the papers.  There is an OPTIONAL revision of Paper #1, #2, OR #3 (choose ONE) for a higher grade—due on Tuesday, June 21, by 4 PM in Karen’s office (F11-K).  

For Humi: Participation is required. Attendance is a necessary prerequisite to participation.  Your experience and insight are a valuable component of this course.

( Film 
We will watch and discuss “Whale Rider” together in class.  

( Creative Projects (S34)

Seize this opportunity to flex your creative muscles, to explore your creative juices, to stretch your creative joints…  This is the experimental, experiential and adventurous opportunity you have been waiting for!  You will complete 9 different creative boundary challenge exercises over the course of the quarter. You will complete a worksheet and then present your reflections on your experiment to your group each week for collaborative discussion.   You will then capitalize on and incorporate the suggestions of your classmates by RE-creating one of these exercises for culmination during week 11.   

Please carefully read and follow all worksheet instructions! You will turn these into Sal.  

( Reading Assignments (Both)

For EWRT: Please see the EWRT 1A weekly schedule for assigned readings.  You will be expected to complete readings and any homework assignments prior to the scheduled discussion day. Handouts will be distributed and reviewed to improve your reading and writing skills.  You will need to be present every day of class to make sure you get all handouts and any updates to the schedule.
For Humi:  Please see the Humi 1 weekly schedule for assigned readings.  You will be expected to complete readings and the accompanying reading index cards prior to the scheduled discussion day (on Wednesdays most weeks, except Tuesdays for exam weeks).    

(Reading Index Cards (S34) 

For the Humi readings, you will need approximately 9 -15 4X6 index cards for this course.  You will turn these cards in weekly (usually Wednesdays) after you use them for discussion.  You will use one card per week, with “Csik” on one side and the reader on the other.  Please use each index card to react/reflect on the readings and connect them to your own life experience.  At the bottom of each side, list 3 questions for discussion.  Do NOT write a synopsis…  Once during the quarter, you will be asked to facilitate your group discussion.  On this day, you will turn in a list of questions instead of a notecard.  You will turn these in to Sal. The Index Cards, and any additional reading and classroom notes may be used on Exams.  Sal can provide optional reading logs, to help you develop your note taking skills, which are also allowed on exams.
( Exams (S34)
All exams are short essay and multiple choice. You must provide your own parSCORE and pencil!
All exams are OPEN NOTE and NOT comprehensive.  NO books are allowed. One optional makeup for exam #1 OR #2 is available.  There is no makeup for exam #3.  Exams will cover reading materials and lecture materials from Humi 1 only.

( Assessment 
Special assessment (evaluation) will be done on this learning community (not the students).  From time to time you will be asked to talk or write about your experiences.  We really appreciate your cooperation.

Class Collaboration

In this class you will often work collaboratively with your peers.  You are expected to participate fully in class, small group, and paired activities.

Small Group Writing Workshops

A small group of students and Karen will meet regularly to discuss drafts of students’ writing.  Workshops will be scheduled on Fridays.  Attendance and participation in these workshops is extremely important and will be a significant part of your participation grade.  

Attendance

You must come on time to every class. If you miss more than four class meetings during the quarter, you may be dropped from the class.  Students cannot drop one class in the learning community—you must stay in both classes or drop both classes.

If you do miss a class, it is your responsibility to contact your classmates or one of your instructors, get the assignments for the following day and come to class prepared. You may find it helpful to get the names, phone numbers, and email addresses of two classmates.  We suggest asking one of your predator group members.  However, you are not required to give this information to anyone.
