· Be sure to address the letter to the producers and sign the letter.

· The letter should be one page long. 

Part 2: 

Answer THREE of the following questions – all of which come straight from the Real World application form.  Please see Pam’s answers as a model.  You will need to write three separate paragraphs.

1. How would someone who really knows you describe your best (or worst) traits?

2. Describe your most embarrassing moment in life.

3. Is there any issue, political or social, that you’re passionate about?

4. Describe a major event that’s affected your family.

5. What is the most important issue or problem facing you today?

6. Do you have any habits we should know about?

7. Where were you born?  Where did you grow up?  What were these places like? 

8. What do you do for fun?  

9. Describe a typical Friday/ Saturday night.

10. What’s the best thing about being out on your own?  What’s the worst thing?

11. What is your greatest fear?

Grading:  I will be looking for these elements:

· Clear organization.

· Well-developed, focused paragraphs.

· Specific details and lines of dialogue.

· Direct response to the questions.

· Correct grammar and punctuation. 

If you have all of these, your grade will be 7-10 (passing).  If your paper still needs revising in some ways, then your grade may range from 1-6.  You may rewrite for a higher grade!  Just staple the original and my comments onto the back of your revised essay!Rewrites must be submitted within ONE WEEK after I return the original w/ grade to you
