Daily Double: Entry Response & Questions (counts toward Class Participation)

Each class meeting, you will bring a “daily double” entry response & questions.  This is the daily double:

1) Choose 2 quotes to respond to for that day’s reading, and write your own short response (min. 1 sentence) to your own question about the quote (see below). 

2) Ask 2 questions that begins with “How” or “Why”:

1 question about one of your quotes

1 question about a topic/issue in the reading

Your Daily Double writings will help you strengthen your thinking and writing about the readings, and will also prepare you for bigger assignments and in-class discussion. They should be about 1/4 of a notebook page long—you can use the front and back of a sheet of paper for each week’s Daily Doubles. I will do a quick check on this everyday and collect them for credit.  Check plus= 3 pts; Check= 2 pts; Check minu= 1pt.; No DD= 0 pts

Attendance:  Regular class attendance is mandatory and will count for 100 pts. of your overall course grade. If you have more than  absences, I will drop you from the course. DURING THE FIRST WEEK, you must be in class the full time for All days or I may drop you from the class.  You will lose 5 Attendance & Participation points for every absence--the only exceptions are for documented medical personal or family emergencies.  Tardies (after the first 15 minutes of class) are considered 1/2 an absence.  You must earn at least 7 points in Participation & Attendance to pass the course; that means you cannot miss more than 2 classes to pass.

Participation: Your participation in discussion is important; you will be asked to share your Daily Double and responses. If you attend class regularly but are unprepared and/or do not participate in discussions and/or in-class work, you can only get a maximum of 70% of attendance and participation points.  

Class Ground Rules:  Vigorous in-class discussion that contributes to further understanding and appreciation of the reading is always welcome! I expect everyone to address each other respectfully and to direct disagreements at the ideas, not at the person(s) saying them.  Any behavior that oppresses others or interferes with individual or group class productivity will not be tolerated. Continuing such behavior after my discreet requests to stop can result in students being asked to leave and/or being dropped from the course.   

Honesty:  Plagiarism constitutes taken someone else’s ideas and/or words and using them as your own, whether intentionally or unintentionally.  Anytime you use someone else’s words or ideas in your own writing, you need to properly cite and acknowledge the reference--this includes non-published work, things you’ve heard, as well as anything taken from internet sources, or any printed material.  Penalties for plagiarism can range from failing the assignment to failing the course.  If you aren’t sure about how to acknowledge a source, please discuss with me.

On Double Consciousness by W. E. B. DuBois

After the Egyptian and Indian, the Greek and Roman, the Teuton and Mongolian, the Negro is a sort of seventh son, born with a veil, and gifted with second-sight in this American world,--a world which yields him no true self-consciousness, but only lets him see himself through the revelation of the other world. It is a peculiar sensation, this double-consciousness, this sense of always looking at one's self through the eyes of others, of measuring one's soul by the tape of a world that looks on in amused contempt and pity. One ever feels his twoness,--an American, a Negro; two warring souls, two thoughts, two unreconciled strivings; two warring ideals in one dark body, whose dogged strength alone keeps it from being torn asunder.

The history of the American Negro is the history of this strife,--this longing to attain self-conscious manhood, to merge his double self into a better and truer self.
