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Grammar Presentation Guidelines (Tuesday/Thursday)
Directions: Each group is responsible for 1) teaching one grammatical lesson and 2) creating/conducting a practice activity for the class.
Example: If you are assigned “Fragments and Run-On’s,” use the board, a powerpoint, or any other visual and medium to explain and define the difference between a complete sentence and a fragment and run-on. You may want to find an entertaining video or website that illustrates the humorous mistakes that can happen when a sentence is a fragment or run-on. Create interesting examples and get the audiences attention as well as help them understand the grammatical element. Feel free to use powerpoint, overheads, pictures, handouts, games, prizes, role playing or anything else that might be useful. Have fun, be as creative as you like, and get the class involved!

Grading:  This is 10% of your grade. Each member of the group is responsible for speaking in the lesson (divide in appropriate ways if you need to ensure this), and verbally demonstrating understanding of the grammar element and helping the class to understand it as well. In addition, each member is to write up a brief summary of the work he/she did and how it impacted his/her understanding of grammar. Each group member is graded individually.

Length: Each group should present for 15-20 minutes depending on the length of the grammar material.

Date: Each group will have an assigned date, but due to the nature of the class, presentations may be rescheduled. Thanks for being flexible!
