Assignment: Write a multi-paragraph essay approximately 3-4 pages in length based on the writing topic choices from the following pages of  The Sundance Writer.
Essay #1 This essay is the only one not based on The Sundance Writer, but instead springboards from the    sample student essay read in class entitled “Caution: Annoying Moviegoers on the Lose.” Possible topics: A favorite or hated movie, the advantages or disadvantages of movie going, an analysis of a movie, renting movies, Netflix, annoying people in another venue, or any  related topic.  

Essay #2 Description 274 (Choose a topic that is a person, place or thing NOT an event) or 296


OR

Example 371 or 380

Essay #3  Compare and Contrast 456-457 or 461


OR


Process 500-501 or 513

Essay #4 Argument 660-661 or 666


OR

Narration 318 or Relate your life in some way to Frederick Douglass

Paper Format: All papers must be typed, double-spaced, on 8.5 x 11 white paper, with once inch margins, and a reasonable size font (similar to this paper, size 12). This is an MLA style paper, and therefore should have your name, course name, and date on the top left hand corner and the title centered. Please staple your pages together at the top left hand corner and no folders or covers.

Acceptable English Paper Specifications:
· No ambiguous or vague language (don’t use the word “thing”)

· No slang or profanity unless quoting

· No grammatical errors or typo’s

Organization

1)An introductory paragraph, which includes and introduction to the subject matter and the thesis statement.

2) Multiple body paragraphs with a topic sentences and lots of detail that directly support the thesis.

3) A conclusion that does not begin a new idea or subject

4) Logical transitions between paragraphs

Outline

Each week students will prepare an outline for the following week’s essay.

This can be typed or hand written and includes the thesis and at least three supporting topic sentences.

Example: 
Topic – Movie Patrons

Thesis – Theater goers who are completely uninformed of their vexatious behavior are rapidly poisoning the move theater experience.
