Explanation of the duties of the above positions is on reverse. 

Duties of the Academic Senate President

The President serves as the chief executive officer of the Academic Senate and the Executive Committee and as such has the following responsibilities: 

• _Prepare an agenda for and preside over all meetings of the Academic Senate and Executive Committee 

• _Supervise all affairs of the Academic Senate 

• _Execute such plans and policies as the members of the Academic Senate or Executive Committee may have authorized, directed or approved 

• _Maintain a list of current members of the Executive Committee. Inform Division Deans of the need for division Senators or in the event that Senators miss 4 or more meetings in a quarter 

• _Attend the following committee meetings 

• _Board of Trustees 

• _College Council 

• _Chancellor’s Advisory Committee 

• _Joint Development Group 

• _Classified Senate 

• _Dean’s Council 

• _State Plenary sessions 

• _Prepare and present for approval to the Executive Committee an annual budget for the Academic Senate at the beginning of each fall quarter 

• _Make recommendations on behalf of the Academic Senate to the Governing Board with respect to academic and professional matters 

• _Represent the Academic Senate at District and College functions 

• _Act as co-chair of the Campus Budget Committee and attend District Budget committee meetings (or assign a designee) 

Duties of the Vice President

The primary function of the Vice President is to assume in the absence or at the request of the President the duties of that office. In addition, the Vice President has the following responsibilities: 

• _Assist the President in agenda building

• _Monitor the list of committees needing faculty representatives and recruit faculty to serve on committees 

• _In conjunction with the Diversity Coordinator and the Tenure Review Coordinator, present faculty for confirmation to committees 

• _Perform other duties as requested by the President or the Executive Committee
