The Institutional Core Competencies:


The Institutional Core Competencies are a list of essential characteristics that we believe students should acquire and develop by the time they transfer, graduate, or complete certificate programs. These competencies are to be realized in both the instructional and service areas of our institution, and are to be aligned with our Mission Statement.

The Review Process:

Divisions, departments, and service areas should review the core competencies. As a starting point for your discussion, please consider the following questions:

· Do these 6 core competencies capture the fundamental skills students should possess after studying at De Anza?

· Each core competency is expanded into discrete abilities and skills that students should be able to demonstrate. To what extent do these expanded descriptions capture both breadth and depth?


It is important that all areas engage in thoughtful dialogue about these competencies. We would like all areas to record their dialogue and feedback on the form provided, to encourage campus-wide faculty and staff involvement, as well to satisfy accreditation requirements.

Documentation:

1. Record any suggestions on the form provided. Please indicate the name of the core competency being changed; a description of the addition or change; and a rationale for the change. If your area is not proposing any changes, please indicate that on the form.
2. Faculty and staff are encouraged to suggest changes or additions as they see fit, though the feedback (on the form) will be from the department or division collectively.  
3. Department chairs, service directors, managers, or Division Deans will submit the form electronically only to academicsenate@deanza.edu  by Friday, November 7, 2008.
4. The feedback will be reviewed and compiled by the G.E. Steering Committee to revise the Institutional Core Competencies accordingly. 
5. The Academic Senate will review the proposed revisions and facilitate final ratification.
