    • Grading: Faculty can also use Tablet PC in the grading process. They can mark up student papers with ink and e-mail the graded paper back, even adding a voice Sticky Note to an electronically submitted assignment.


• Distance learning: By using online meeting software with Tablet PC's pen functionality, remote students can participate in live discussions.

• The attached RFP is open to all current full and part time faculty at De Anza. A committee will be formed to review the RFP’s and select the faculty who will be assigned a Fujitsu Tablet PC. All Fujitsu Tablets remain the property of De Anza College and must be returned to ETS/Desktop Client Services if/when the faculty chooses to leave the District. 

• A batch of fifty Tablet PC’s will be ordered and used at this year’s League for Innovation conference, to be held in Reno during March ’09. After the conference, the Tablet PC’s will be returned to De Anza for distribution to faculty.

• If you are not assigned a Tablet PC during this round of RFP’s, do not despair. We will performing another round of RFP’s and awards later this year, and will continue to do so over the next thirty six months, or until the funds are exhausted.
