DE ANZA COLLEGE FAST FACTS *

In 35 years, De Anza has educated more than 657,800 students.

More than half of our students are between the ages of 18-24.

The average age of our students is 27.

About 25% of our students are new to the college each quarter, while more than 50 percent continue with us from the prior quarter. Another 19% are returning to us, having stopped out most often for reasons of work or family necessity.

About 25% of our students attend class fulltime.

On average, our students take 9 units a quarter.

Our ethnic and racial diversity continues with no single majority on campus now.

‘Declined-to-State’ is our fastest growing ethnic group, increasing from 10% in the fall of 1996 to 22% in the fall of 2001.

‘White’ is our fastest declining ethnic group, decreasing from 39% in the fall of 1996 to 25% in the fall of 2001.

More than 25% of our students have already earned a college degree.

About 90% of our students have at least a high school degree or equivalent.

More than 11,000 students took courses at a distance via the Internet or television.

Workforce and Economic Development served over 60,000 businesses and community members last year.

64% are students who work; of these, 37% are employed full-time.

80% of our students take classes during the day (20% are evening students).

40% of our students have transfer to a university as their goal.

24% of our students have “undecided” as their goal. 

21% of our students have “career/certificate” as their goal. 
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
