Puente Program Course Success


Please find below the information you requested on Puente Program course success rates.  The Puente (from the Spanish word meaning Bridge) Program is aimed at helping students succeed academically, including graduation from four-year colleges and universities.  The program goals also include developing leadership skills and providing opportunities for networking statewide.  Students are provided special support in English instruction, a counselor dedicated to support of the program, and community based mentors.  

The program is open to all students.  Students must be eligible for EWRT 100B for the fall quarter because all the students are required to finish the prerequisites so that they can enter EWRT 1A in the winter quarter.  To stay in the program students must pass EWRT100B.  After the students finish the year of English with Puente, they continue to work with a counselor until they transfer.

Students complete the following in their first year with Puente: EWRT100B, EWRT 1A, EWRT 2, HUMA 57.  Students are also required to:  complete counseling visits at least once a quarter and complete educational plans; complete 18 hours of mentoring with their assigned mentors; participate in community service; attend the Northern CA motivational conference; and participate in informal/formal social events with mentors.

Figure 1 lists the Puente dedicated course sections included in the present analysis.  As indicated, EWRT100B was run with Puente students in the winter of 2002 and in the fall of 2002.  The data below reports the information by course and aggregates the information for both terms.

End of term course grades were pulled for the Puente sections as well as all other sections of the same course (labeled as “Other” in Figure 2 below).  As noted in Figure 2 below, the Puente course success rate was higher than the success rate for students in the other sections in all the courses expect EWRT002.  Students in EWRT002, run in the spring of 2002, withdrew at a higher rate than students in other sections.
