SUSTAINABILITY, FACILITIES,
EQUIPMENT and TECHNOLOGY
INCLUDING MEASURES E and C

In 2007, De Anza College adopted a Sustainability Management Plan (SMP) to guide the college toward becoming fully sustainable.
The SMP addresses all aspects of college operations and their impact on the campus and community. Steps taken this year include:

* The addition of biodegradable cornstarch utensils, organic local produce and natural meats in Food Services.

* A water conservation project on the soccer field in collaboration with the Santa Clara Water District.

* Darticipation in the Sustainability, Tracking, Assessment and Rating System (STARS) project in conjunction with the
Association for the Advancement of Sustainability in Higher Education (AASHE). STARS is a voluntary, self-reporting
framework for gauging relative progress toward sustainability for colleges and universities. De Anza is one of seven large
community colleges participating in the nationwide project.

The few remaining Measure E projects will be completed this calendaryear,
including the Visual and Performing Arts Center and the first phases of the
landscapingand signage projects. Inaddition, we began the implementation
of Measure C with the installation of much of the new furniture, equipment

and technology required to maintain our learning facilities. This includes
the addition of smart classrooms and the retrofitting of student computer
labs. Also, the college was the recipient of a generous $1 million donation
from Fujitsu Computer Systems that included a $500,000 contribution to
the planetarium, now renamed the Fujitsu Planetarium at De Anza College.
The remaining $500,000 in state-of-the-art technology will be used for instruction and support programs. Also completed this past
year were renovations to the Campus Center and the Forum Building.

Measure C projects under way include renovations of the Baldwin Winery Building, E-1 Automotive Technology, the East Cottage,
the Multicultural Center and the Seminar Building. The Mediated Learning Center is being programmed as a LEED® Platinum facility,
the highest LEED® achievement. Recently, our Kirsch Center for Environmental Studies was also certified as a LEED® Platinum facility.
In addition all of our major renovation projects will be programmed as LEED® certified buildings. Other LEED® certified buildings at
De Anza include the Student and Community Services Building and the Visual and Performing Arts Center. For progress updates on
other Measure C projects, visit www.measurec.thda.edu/.
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
