COURSE DESCRIPTION

This course offers a comprehensive introduction to the visual arts. We will begin by
exploring the purpose of art in various times and places. We will then cover key
concepts such as abstract and representational art, style and context, and the
relationship between form and content. Next, we will examine the visual elements of art,
such as color and space, and the principles of design. Finally, we will explore a variety
of artistic mediums, techniques, and materials.
